‘Bell Aliant’ includes Bell Aliant Regional Communications, L.P., its general partner, and their respective subsidiaries, affiliates, contractors, agents and
assigns and their employees and designates. ‘Customer’ includes the person accepting this Service Agreement and any other person using the Service
or having access to any equipment or software of either the Customer or Bell Aliant with the implied or express permission of the Customer.

Purchcsmg PAYING FOR, and Cancelling Service:

Where the Customer purchases the Service at a contract rate for a specified number of months (the “Contract Period”), Bell Aliant guarantees
that the contract rate will be continued for the Contract Period. At the end of the Contract Period, Bell Aliant will (unless otherwise notified by the
Customer) continue to provide the Service and bill the customer at the regular non-contract rate.
